Andrew Petersohn stated the FCC has specific formulas and guidelines that we go by to check for health hazards.
Andrew Petersohn stated that the FCC has issued a no health hazard issue with the tower being located close to the football field and school.
Matthew Penning stated the cell tower site is located 504 feet from the           closest school building. There are currently no recommended guidelines regarding health and safety and a minimum distance from occupied school building.
Matthew Penning stated once the tower is constructed and has the carrier equipment, we hire a third-party company to go out and do an exposure assessment to measure the exposure levels.
Jane Fulk stated if the tower is to be ¾ mile from the school property are we talking about from a building or the football field. Andrew Petersohn stated this is from the boundary line of the school property.
David Lusk made a motion to move forward to hold a Public Hearing for Milestone Tower on October 17, 2023 at 6 p.m.; seconded by Kurt Bozenmayer and carried unanimously by all voting members present.
